Juror: the Cambridge Art Association is 
pleased to announce that BLUE will be ju-
ried by Jen Mergel, Curator at the Institute 

of Contemporary Art, Boston

The exhibition is open to artists from all 
New England states (CAA members and 
non-members) working in all mediums and 
styles. Jurying is done from digital images. 
The exhibition will be installed in both CAA 
galleries; the Kathryn Schultz Gallery at 25 
Lowell Street, and our University Place Gal-
lery in Harvard Square, 124 Mount Auburn 
St.

PROCEDURES AND FEES

Each artist may submit a maximum of two 
works. The fee is $20 for non-members, 
$15 for members. Diptychs and triptychs 
are considered as single works. Please, no 
clip frames, sawtooth hangers or sandwich 
frames.  Also the presentation must look 
finished/complete, clean, and professional. 
Any work not adhering to these specifica-
tions will not be hung in the show, even if 
accepted by juror. Work must fit through a 
standard sized door (35” wide), weigh no 
more than 100 pounds and, if sculpture, 
a pedestal is required. All work and prizes 
are selected by the juror and installed by 
CAA. The juror’s decision is final. The CAA 
receives a 40% commission of any work 
sold; for work purchased by VISA or Mas-
terCard, the 4% cost is split by CAA and 
the artist.

Only one work by an artist may be selected 
for the show.

INSTALLATION AT UNIVERSITY PLACE

Because the show will be exhibited in both 
galleries, we will wrap and transport the art 
that will be displayed in the University Place 
Gallery ourselves. We will do so with great 
care, and upon arrival a professional installer 
will hang the work. The building has a 24 hour 
security guard, but CAA does not insure the 
art. Artists MUST provide their own insurance if 
they want to be insured. Accepted artwork can 
be dropped off at the Kathryn Schultz Gallery 
Friday, November 7th from 12-7pm and Sat-
urday, November 8th from 12-5pm For larger 
pieces, the CAA may contact you to drop off 
directly at University Place.

Resumes 
may be included with artwork at the time of 
drop-off, and should be affixed to the back 
of the artwork.

PICK UP OF EXHIBITED WORK
